Motion (Chipman, Schneider):  Adopt agenda with two changes (1047 Tourmaline continued; move Jeton Prince’s Elections committee report to immediately after government reports)

Chair’s Report (John Shannon):  PBPG agendas and minutes to be posted on website, PBPlanning.org.  Inquired of Thyme Curtis about Community Plan Amendments status.  Thyme said she is awaiting response from City Planning.  Marcie Beckett is attending the monthly Community Planners Committee meetings.

Non-Agenda Public Comment:

Al Strohlein  – photos of sidewalk encroachments in front of many businesses on Garnet, litter allowed to accumulate, alcohol served on some even though ABC rules state no alcohol consumption on sidewalks, PBPG should send letter to city asking for enforcement.  M. Beckett asks that matter be referred to PBPG Code Compliance (Barbara Williams).  Dean Eades and Gary Foster say they are interested in getting helping resolve this issue.
Jerry Hall – PB Town Council is also working on Code Compliance and is coordinating with PBPG.  Code Compliance in the business district is handled by Discover PB (DPB).  Suggest create form letter from PBPG, PBTC and DPB to send to violators.  DPB has Public Right-of-Way (PROW) program (headed by Jim Lester) that gives permits for temporary extensions onto the sidewalks.
Pat McGovern – Doesn’t like new DPB banners on street light poles because they are distracting and ugly.

Jim Krokee – People need to know that garages being used for living space or offices are illegal and they can report them to Neighborhood Code Compliance.  Why is street sweeping needed so often?  The mass of seaweed on the beach on Memorial Day made the beaches very unsightly.  Why wasn’t it raked up?
Marcie Beckett – How many people know that the proposed Maintenance Assessment District (MAD) includes residential properties?
Jim Morrison – Wants 25 minutes in a future PBPG meeting to discuss the PB Parking Committee.

3) add landscaping along fence as proposed
